NORHAM PARISH COUNCIL

Your village needs you!
Without a parish council Norham will have no control over how or even whether the village is
looked after.
The public toilets need to be kept open and cleaned; the playground inspected and kept safe; the
roads, paths and pavements well maintained; the War Memorial maintained and the grass there
cut; the Jubilee Field maintained; all the benches in the village maintained; community policing
understood; parking problems discussed; planning applications reviewed - these are just a few
examples of what the councillors manage on our behalf throughout the year.
All the current councillors have reached the end of their elected terms and so now is the moment
to step forward and offer your time and enthusiasm for the benefit of the community and the
village. In the absence of local representation, the county council will take control and the
services offered to us will be severely limited.
Details of the arrangements for the next election, nomination period etc have not yet been
released - so keep an eye out on the parish council noticeboard, outside the Village Hall for
further information.

MUMMERS PLAY IN HORNCLIFFE

On Tuesday the 13th of May there will be a performance of a Mummers Play, dancing with Rag

Horncliffe.

Mummers traditionally performed around Christmas time, with a humorous play, songs and
dancing.

George was a much
loved friend and musician with Rag Bag Morris. His father, also called George Brown, collected
the Mummers Play many years ago.

The St Cuthbert’s Project
Bulletin No. 3, May 2025

At its meeting on 31 March, the Norham Parochial Church Council (PCC) agreed in principle to

the three elements of a shorter-term ‘mini project’, comprising the following:

1. Improved seating for the choir. The Standing Committee have identified Treske, ‘makers of
beautifully crafted, hardwood furniture’ as a suitable supplier (an example of their work can be
found — and tried out! — at the front of church). Janet Young is liaising with the choir about
this.

2. Cushions for the pews in the nave. Samples have been obtained from a recommended
supplier.

3. A motorised roller blind behind the chancel arch, to be lowered during a church service as a
means of (a) reducing the draught that blows down from the east end of the church, and (b)
perhaps projecting images or videos for use during First Sunday Worship. The Vicar is
liaising with someone from The Maltings about this (who has expertise in this area). He has
also sent an enquiry to a stage equipment supplier about the likely cost.

The advantages of such a mini-project could be as follows:

* The changes might be achieved by the end of this year.

* They would be a relatively ‘quick win’, giving a boost to our confidence and encouraging a
‘can do’ attitude.

* They would represent a kind of down payment on our ambitions for the larger project.

* The Standing Committee would seek to cover the cost of this mini project from grant making
bodies, identified by Katherine Williams, our development and fundraising adviser. But, if
some or all of the cost had to be met from Bill Mills’s legacy, it would be money well spent,
and would provide a tangible and lasting memorial to his faith and generosity.
